· Discussion about the failure of FAXON and how ILL will increase for all    libraries in VIVA.  Some VIVA Libraries will be affected; they will borrow more and libraries not involved will lend more.  Andy sent us the entire news article concerning this company’s failure. 1.13.03 
·  ILLiad does have an automatic link to OCLC PRISM, but if you have a dedicated TCP/IP access line, you must change the settings in ILLiad to use that dedicated line.  Otherwise, you will be using the per minute connections and not the library’s dedicated connection.  Very costly!
· How do others deal with materials not picked up at the close of each semester?  Some suggestions were: having a 10 day limit then return items (stated in each Library’s policy), stop requesting 2 weeks before the close of each semester.  Rosa said that Southside Virginia Community College system completes ILL transactions for community patrons also since there is no public library system in the area.
· Discussion about the end of ILLME/Passport – Web based version is very difficult and slow –An up-coming Solinet training for this product is January 27 & 28
· OCLC does have an ILLiad component for extra charge
· This committee will request an official statement from Tony Melvin about the future of Passport.
