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Virginia academic libraries now have access to Science Online.

VIVA, the Virtual Library of Virginia, announces that Science Online has been added to the package of full text journals available from HighWire Press.  Science Online, published by the American Association for the Advancement of Science, is recognized worldwide for its reporting of papers written by eminent scientists and the up-to-date information it provides on new research and science policy.  The addition of Science Online as a VIVA resource has been eagerly awaited by Virginia's academic librarians because of the magazine's reputation for balancing technical articles aimed at specialists and coverage of scientific advances for those with a general science interest.

Each weekly issue of Science Online contains abstracts and full text of scientific research articles and reports plus summaries and full text of news articles. Selected online articles have enhanced content with data, audio and visual components, as well as discussion forums, surveys and related web resources. Additional features of the electronic journal include:

· Science Careers, a comprehensive career center including information on career fairs, resume writing, graduate schools and conferences.

· ScienceNow, an online news service covering recent developments in the sciences.  Brief, easily readable stories are posted each weekday. Stories often include illustrations and links to related web sites.

· E-Marketplace, a directory of the latest scientific products, equipment, and suppliers.

· EurekaAlert! a centralized web resource with news on recent research advances reported by research organizations, universities, government agencies and corporations.

With full text available from October 1995, Science Online will be a key research tool for students and faculty throughout the Commonwealth.   Graduate students studying T cell receptors and immunology will find something worthwhile in Science Online and so will community college students needing information on animal skeletal systems.
