As well as complete bibliographical information, individual entries include publisher information and availability status as well as reviews and a synopsis when available to aid in the evaluation of materials. In Globalbooksinprint.com, many entries also contain tables of contents. Another valuable feature of these products is the ability to create lists of materials that can be used for research bibliographies and/or selection lists. Lists may be downloaded, e-mailed or printed. Libraries can elect to have an active link to their online catalog which would allow a user to check for local availability of a desired title.
