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PRESTIGIOUS SCIENTIFIC JOURNALS NOW AVAILABLE 

ONLINE TO VIVA LIBRARIES 

VIVA, the Virtual Library of Virginia, announces the licensing of ten scientific research journals from HighWire Press:  Academic Psychiatry, American Journal of Psychiatry, Biophysical Journal, Clinical Chemistry, Journal of Applied Physiology, Journal of Biological Chemistry, Journal of Cell Biology, Journal of General Physiology, Journal of Histochemistry and Cytochemistry, and  Molecular Biology of the Cell.  Researchers can view the online texts of these leading journals and utilize HighWire's value-added features that integrate high-resolution graphics, video and hypertext links to relevant bibliographic and scientific databases, such as Medline.

Designed with the sophisticated or advanced searcher in mind, navigation in Highwire's online journals is surprisingly easy. In the Journal of Cell Biology (JCB Online), for instance, one can browse the complete contents of current or back issues; find a citation using only a volume number or the article's start page; or search for an author or keywords in the title, abstract or full text. Hyperlinks to articles on the same subject and by the same author enable the user to immediately find related research materials in JCB Online, other HighWire journals and PubMed.
HighWire Press was founded at Stanford University in 1995 "to make sure non-profit scientific publications didn't get left behind as publishing shifted to the Internet, " associate publisher, John R. Sack, told The Chronicle of Higher Education, May 16, 1997.  HighWire worked with scientific societies, university presses, librarians, and technical experts at Stanford to exploit the power of the web.  This collaboration resulted in the incorporation of numerous features for speeding up the communication of research results and managing the increasing volume of scientific literature.  For example, 

· Articles can be marked for rapid downloading to a citation manager, such as Endnote, Reference Manager, or ProCite. 

· CiteTrack services can be activated which alert the user when new articles citing a selected article or matching specified search criteria are published. 

· Frequent users of a journal can select an eTOC option for email notification when new online issues are available or automatic email delivery of the table of contents of future issues.

The agreement between VIVA and HighWire Press provides unlimited simultaneous access for on-site and remote users and unlimited printing and downloading.  The use of these electronic journals for interlibrary loan and course packets is also permitted within copyright "fair use" guidelines. In addition to the ten journals covered in the VIVA license, free full text of trial and back issues of other online journals that HighWire assists in publishing are available at http://highwire.stanford.edu/free.dtl.
