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· Introduction to my position (ILL supervisor; humanities librarian; member of VIVA’s resource Sharing Committee)
·  and to W&L (small liberal arts college; 1700 undergraduates; no graduate programs)
      Cathy Reed and Stuart Frazer focused on Books requested on ILL, then evaluated by Reference and/or Acquisitions librarians, and possibly purchased. So, a decision is made to purchase a book, instead of using ILL. 
Alternatives to new Journal Acquisitions
        My talk concerns Journal literature and ways around having to buy additional, sometimes obscure, journal subscriptions, by using Interlibrary Loan instead of purchasing a new journal subscription. 
WHY DID WE DECIDE TO DO THIS?
1. Analysis in CLIO of journal titles borrowed on ILL ( 
No heavy use of any particular title, except a few which we decided to subscribe to.
2. Newer faculty bring journal subscription requests, often very specialized (not really to be used by our undergraduate student body but more for their own research), so we needed an alternative to purchasing these esoteric journals.
3. We found the alternative in subscribing to a Table of Contents Service. 
4. Faculty are happy with this alternative, which provides them with:
          a) New issue alerts, including contents of this issue (citations only) 50 alerts max.
          b) Search alerts. For example: interlibrary loan; chemistry and art (25 searches max.)
W&L subscribes to the Ingenta Alert Service
· www.ingentaconnect.com.
· W&L has a license for 50 users at app. $940 annually
· All faculty is reminded of this service every fall. New faculty is introduced to it in person.
